Design Assignment Expectations and explanations for a level 3.

· The photos will be 7cm x 7cm in actual size with a resolution of 100.

· Size the photo AFTER you have done the editing.  

· Use the crop tool to make it square and then adjust the image size and resolution.

Formatting
Have new layers been added or each adjustment?

Is the original image available to view as a layer?

Do all layers have names to describe what they are doing?

Are layer masks used on specific features to improve the appearance?

Is the image square?

Does the image have a resolution of 10?

Is the image size 7cm x 7 cm

Did you hand in a before and after picture?

Did you hand in an image of your layers (found on the right side of page on Photoshop)
Morphing
Is the blend between you and another image smooth without lines or creases?

Does the blend look natural?

Do skin tones blend without great contrast?

Teeth 
They can be whitened or darkened and adjusted.  Please do not replace them with other teeth.  Only adjust the original photo.
Eyes 
Eyes can be sharpened to look more clear

The whites can be whiter

The size of the eyes can be changed….But let’s be reasonable.

Colour can be adjusted.

Eyelashes adjusted

Hair
Hair can be made more shiny or dull

Colour can be changed

Length can be changed

You can use your characters hair to create facial hair or adjust eyebrows.

Skin
Skin tone can be made lighter or darker

Smoother or rougher

Colour, hue and contrast adjusted 

Your can do this for both a healthier and less healthy look

How can this become a level 4?

· Does it look realistic?

· Were there more than 5 modifications to each picture?

· Were layer masks used efficiently?

· Did you include a background that looks natural with the image?

· Did you use any filters to enhance/alter the image/background or both?
