CD Cover/Movie Poster

Purpose

· Create an original CD cover or Movie Poster using Photoshop Elements.  The CD or Movie can be an original or one that already exists but graphics, backgrounds and fonts must be original.

PART A-  CREATE A BLUEPRINT OF YOUR WORK  - (1 Class)
· Blueprint must be done by hand on paper and handed in prior to beginning the project.

· Briefly research to learn what information will be on this project.
Content
· State the name of the  Original CD/Movie

· Draw a version of what this will look like.  

· Show the graphics you will use

· Ensure that there is some sort of theme to this project

· Show your original font 

· Show/explain your background

· Where will you put titles, names, dates and any other information on your project.

· What colours will you use.

· Ruler will be used to ensure neatness.

· Apply what we learned with colour combos and spacing of objects in your design.

· Include the size of the font and the size of the CD/poster.

PART B – CREATE THE CD COVER/MOVIE POSTER ON ELEMENTS (3 classes)
· The CD cover will be 15cm x 15cm and will be at a resolution of 70 when you hand it in.

· The Movie Poster will be 20cm x 30cm with a resolution of 50 when you hand it in.

Content

· Remember your layers.

· Attempt to use at least 3 of the Filter options in your design (do not just stick to the basics used in the Photo retouch assignment)

You will be incorporated into the cover.  (we can take a new picture with a pose that suits your theme) 

· Stick to the blueprint.  Some small changes are understandable 
PART C – EXPLAIN HOW EVERY LAYER WAS MADE AND INCLUDE A SCREEN SHOT OF YOUR PROGRESS AT THE END OF EACH CLASS. (weekly journals handed in each Friday at the end of class)

Content

· Explain each modification you make and the name of that function.

· Do not mention mistakes.  Only discuss the work that will be a part of the final project.

· Ensure that the journal has the dates and your name on them.
