 Science Lab Expectations
A few points to remember
· The Observations section is ALL done in pencil when done by hand.
· All titles are underlined with a ruler.
· Never write within the left margin of the page.
· There is 1 space between different sections of the lab
· There are no spaces left between the section title and the information within that section.
Example
Purpose:
What is the proper way to write a Science Lab?

Hypothesis:

A Science Lab is written properly when it is written in blue or black ink; all observations are done in pencil…

Sections of the Lab
Introduction:

· A paragraph that explains, and gives examples of the key concepts in the lab.

· Include definitions, examples and explain any and all concepts that fall within the lab purpose.

· Reference your material at the back of your lab.  You didn’t discover this stuff.
Purpose:

·  Written in the form of a question.

· Written as a complete sentence.
Hypothesis:

·  A complete sentence that answers the purpose in an educated manner.
Materials:

·  A list of equipment, amounts of substances and samples used to answer the purpose.
Procedure:

·  The steps that must be followed to perform the lab and find an answer to the purpose.
Observations:

·  Graphs, tables, diagrams and calculations that represent the data found during the lab.
Conclusion:

·  A written paragraph that 

· Restates the purpose

· Answers if the hypothesis is correct or incorrect.

· States data from the observations section that prove or disprove the hypothesis.
· Write 1 error during the lab that may have altered the results.  This could be the accuracy of the equipment, problems with measuring, inaccurate measurements as possible errors

· Write a concluding statement that answers the purpose.
